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Administration
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Veterans’ Services Expanded

“Veterans Day™ came carly to the
Island this year. Representatives of the
county and state Veterans Affairs
visited the Beaver Island Rural Health
Centeron June 13.

About 40 veterans dropped by the
Center to meet the VA group, which
included Sherri DeLoof, Tele-Health
Manager and Rural Health Consultant
for the Department of Veterans Affairs
Health Administration.

Federal legislation - the Veterans
Access, Choice and Accountability
Act of 2014 - was signed by
President Obama in August. One of
its goals was to shorten the wait time
that veterans face inreceiving health
care. The law provides funding to
pay private doctors and other health
professionals to care for veterans
who can’t get timely appointments
or who live more than 40 miles from
a VA hospital or clinic.

The legislation expands the
services available here at the
BIRHC. Veterans have received a

letter from the Saginaw VA Medical
Center which announced that veterans
could receive primary care, laboratory
and general radiology services.
Emergency services are not included,
but will be determined on a casc by
case basis.

There are eligibility requirements and
veterans must be seen by their VA
provider every 24 months to remain
cligible. Veterans requiring specialty
care services must still sce their VA

primary care provider for referrals.
Prescriptions will still be provided
through the VA Medical Center.

In June, the VA visitors helped some
veterans enroll in the MyHealtheVet
program. The BIRHC will provide a
computer for veterans to access this on-
line program. Enrollees will be able to
renew their medications on-line and
provide access to their medical records
to the BIRHC. Veterans with questions
about the program can call Managing

Director Donna Kubic at 448-2275.

Before this new legislation was
signed into law, the BIRHC and VA
had been working to expand
telehealth possibilities for Island
veterans. Any new developments in
this area will be reported in future
newsletters.

“We are happy that we can now
offer more services to our veterans
and save them some of the stress and
expense of going off-island for
primary health care,” said Donna
Kubic.
